To the EARLE       By CAR (142 N. Main Street)
Turn left onto Rockford Street
Turn left onto Graves Street

Go through the stop LIGHT (but take note of the parking lot on your right, 
you may need it.

Turn right at the 4-way stop SIGN onto Franklin Street
Turn right onto Main Street. The Earle will appear on your left.

To the EARLE       On FOOT
Turn left onto Rockford Street (cross Graves Street)

Turn left onto Main Street (cross Pine Street)
Pass Snappy Lunch, Floyd’s Barber Shop and Opie’s Candy Store

Then look to your right (across Main Street) to find the Earle

To ANDY’S HOMEPLACE       (711 Haymore Street)
Turn right onto Rockford Street

Pass 2 churches and look for a large water tower on your left.
Turn left onto Haymore Street.

The 2nd house on your right is the Griffith Homeplace.

To SQUAD CAR TOURS       (625 S. Main Street)
Turn left onto Rockford Street.

At the stop sign turn right onto Main Street and stay in the right hand 
lane. As you pass the 2nd church, both on your right, the parking lot 

on your left between East Wilson St and Korner St accommodates both 
Mayberry Courthouse square and Wally’s Service, home of 

Squad Car Tours.

To the GRANITE QUARRY       (151 Granite Quarry Trail)
Turn left onto Rockford Street
Turn left onto Graves Street

Turn right onto Pine Street and when your head stops spinning, you will 
go approximately 1 mile through 3 stoplights, cross 1 bridge, climb 1 slop-

ing hill and just after the crest, on your left, you will see a large granite 
sign reading NCGC The North Carolina Granite Corporation will appear. 
Turn left into the Quarry. The main office (and an overlook) is just around 

the curve up that drive past the church. 

 To the SIAMESE TWINS, ENG & CHANG BUNKER’S GRAVESITE
When traffic allows, turn right onto Rockford Street. Stay in the left lane 

when it becomes 4 or more lanes wide. 
After the divided highway starts, take the first legal left onto Old 601. 

You will cross 2 bridges and White Plains Baptist Church will be on your 
right. Go to the 2nd driveway. Eng and Chang’s grave is behind the 

sanctuary on the hill.
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
